INTRODUCTION (11 BOLD)
For the rest of the paper, please use Times Roman 11pt
The introduction of the paper should explain the nature of the problem, previous work, purpose, and the contribution of the paper. The contents of each section may be provided to understand easily about the paper. (11pt Times New Roman, Heading Bold, Justified)
Papers will be reproduced exactly as submitted and will not be edited in any way. Abbreviations should be kept to a minimum. Use of standard abbreviations is acceptable. Place special or unusual abbreviations in parentheses after the full term for the first time it appears. Linguistic accuracy is the responsibility of the authors.

What is the purpose of the study? Why are you conducting the study? The introduction must state the goals of the research being conducted. It must include a rationale for the study along with a hypothesis. 
An important part of the introduction is a brief background that is based on a thorough literature search so that the readers know what the study is based on. Give a general idea on what has been done already, and in what ways your study is different. 

Theoretical and operational frameworks of the study should be discussed here to fill in the research gaps. It should also be supported by other related research theories and findings.

In summary, an Introduction should have:

· Clear and explicit introduction of the problem being investigated.

· All problems should be accurately and clearly defined.

· Literature review conveys what is known about the topic, and possible research gaps.

· Literature used in review should be appropriate (i.e., from a peer reviewed journal).

· Logical presentation of ideas (i.e., no illogical jumps or omissions).

· Research proposed is discussed in the context of what is already known.

· Study Framework and Significance of the Study shall be included here.

· Hypotheses are stated (if applicable).

Please note that the full paper should not exceed 8 pages including text, figures and tables. 

· Language: Papers should be written in English Language.

· Font: Times New Roman, Size 11, Colour Black

· Page Setup: It is strongly recommended to observe this given paper format. We kindly advise you to input your paper text in this document which is already properly formatted.

· Size: A4 paper, Portrait

MATERIALS AND METHODS (11 Bold)
An important aspect of all scientific research is that it be repeatable. This gives validity to the conclusions. The materials and methods section of a manuscript allow other interested researchers to be able to conduct the experience to expand on what was learned and further develop the ideas. It is for this reason that this section of the paper be specific. It must include a step-by-step protocol along with detailed information about all reagents, devices, and subjects used for the study. How the data was constructed, collected, and interpreted should also be outlined in detail, including information on all statistical tests used. 

Materials and Methods should be complete enough and clearly describe the experiments and techniques used in the study. However, only truly new procedures should be described in detail; previously published procedures should be cited, and important modifications of published procedures should be mentioned briefly. Write this section in past tense. (11pt Times New Roman, Heading Bold, Justified)
STATISTICAL ANALYSIS AND GRAPHICAL PRESENTATION (11 Bold)
The details of statistical tests used and the level of significance should be stated. If more than one test is used it is important to indicate which groups and parameters have been subjected to which test. Write name of software and version used for data analysis. Please check your graphical presentation before submitting, many times font is not supported. To ensure a high-quality product, diagrams and lettering MUST be either computer-drafted or drawn using India ink. 
Figure captions appear below the figure, are flush left, and are in lower case letters. When referring to a figure in the body of the text, the abbreviation "Fig." is used. Figures should be numbered in the order they appear in the text.

RESULTS AND DISCUSSION (11 Bold)
Results should be combined and presented with clarity and precision. The results should be written in the past tense when describing findings in the author(s)'s experiments. Previously published findings should be written in the present tense. Results should be expressed preferably in the form of table.
The results section should provide details of all of the experiments that are required to support the conclusions of the paper. The section may be divided into subsections, each with a concise subheading.

It is advised that this section be written in past tense. It is a good idea to rely on charts, graphs, and tables to present the information. This way, the author is not tempted to discuss any conclusions derived from the study. The charts, graphs, and table should be clearly labelled and should include captions that outline the results without drawing any conclusions. A description of statistical tests as it relates to the results should be included.
Don’t repeat same results in table as well as in graphs/Figures. (11pt Times New Roman, Heading Bold, Justified)
The Discussion should interpret the findings in view of the results obtained in this and in past studies on this topic. This section should deal with the interpretation, rather than recapitulation of results. It is important to discuss the new and significant observations in the light of previous work. 
Discuss also the weaknesses or pitfalls in the study. New hypotheses or recommendations can be put forth. Avoid unqualified statements and conclusions not completely supported by the data. Repetition of information given under Introduction and Results should be avoided. (11pt Times New Roman, Heading Bold, Justified)
CONCLUSIONS AND RECOMMENDATIONS (11 Bold)
Summarize the results in words rather than numbers and elaborate on the extent to which the objectives of the study were met. State the conclusions in a few sentences in lucid manner at the end of the paper. Conclusions must be drawn considering the strengths and weaknesses of the study. Emphasize environmental (or any field related to the topic of the study) significance of the study. (11pt Times New Roman, Heading Bold, Justified)
Do not include information from a literature search. Instead, focus on the primary conclusions of the study. Interpret the results for the audience; do not leave any results unexplained. Scientific writing cannot be left open for interpretation.

Be sure to avoid over-interpreting the results and make general conclusions that cannot be justifiably derived from the parameters of the study. Discuss any implications and limitations of the study as well as to what extent the conclusions are in concert with other researchers. The main results should be presented clearly and briefly, insisting on their significance and degree of novelty.

Articles without conclusions will NOT be published.

REFERENCES (11 BOLD)
Papers without REFERENCES will not be accepted!

Every text citation must be listed under the heading REFERENCES at the end of the text. 
In the text, every reference should be quoted at least once with indices in the form: [1], [2], …, etc. (but include all names in the reference list in case there are more than one author per quoted material). (11pt Times New Roman, Justified)

All the references must be correct, complete. Write references in following style.

For Book:

Author(s) name (year): Title of book. Edition of book (if more than 1st Ed.). Place of Publication: Publisher Name; Year of Publication. Pages number (if applicable).

For Journal Articles:

3. Length of paper: The length of the paper should not exceed 15 pages. Manuscripts should be typed in Single-space (including footnotes and references) on the A4 paper with wide margins (2.5 in all 4 directions). Authors are urged to write as concisely as possible, but not at the expense of clarity. 

4. Abstract: A concise and factual abstract is required (maximum length of 200 words). The abstract should state briefly the purpose of the research, the principal results and major conclusions. 

5. Keywords: Immediately after the abstract, provide a maximum of 6 keywords, avoiding general and plural terms and multiple concepts (avoid, for example, 'and', 'of').
